After-School Robotics Program at the 29th Street Community Center


This year, the 29th Street Community Center will continue its partnership with the Johns Hopkins University Center for Educational Outreach to host a fun and engaging after-school robotics program for middle and high school-age students. The program begins September 29th and will meet at the community center on Mondays and Wednesdays, from 4 to 6pm. 


Students will work with the JHU Baltimore Robotics Institute to construct robots from scratch and they will use their robots to play an arena style game created by VEX Robotics. In addition, they will have opportunities to compete in Baltimore VEX competitions throughout the year. 


Students will master the basics of robotics, as well as science and math principles applicable at home and in school. Through playing the game and working to improve their robots, students will ascertain the importance of teamwork and develop problem-solving and critical-thinking skills.

Register online after September 20 for RPP Area 12 Charles Village & Abell 12A Permits.  


After October 18, you MUST go downtown to the city’s Parking Authority office to pick up your permit.


Residents of Charles Village in the Residential Permit Parking (RPP) Area 12 (north of 29th Street, west of Hunter Street/alley) and 12A-Abell (north of 29th Street, east of Hunter Street/alley) must register and purchase their annual parking permits and visitors passes.  


All current permits expire October 31. You must show proof of residency to ensure that participation in the program is limited to residents only. To be eligible for a Parking Permit and/or Visitors Pass, you must reside within the boundaries of the RPP area. Warning - a parking citation (fine) for not displaying a current RPP decal or visitor’s pass in Area 12/12A is $52 for each occurrence.

If you currently have a parking permit, you are already in the City’s RPP database and you do not have to re-enter your information. Use the same user name and password that you used last year. If you have forgotten your user name and/or password, call the Parking Authority at 443.573.2800 and staff will help you reset your password.  


If this is the FIRST TIME you are applying for a parking permit, you MUST go downtown to the Parking Authority office at 200 W. Lombard Street, Suite B, to apply for and pick up your parking permit in person. The Parking Authority will provide you with validation to park for free in the garage above their office.
